SAFETY FORUM  

Moderator ð Brian Enbom  
 

Brian presented three video s from his recent experience in Arizona taking a course in 

airplane upsets.  He flew to Mesa AZ to take an Upset and Recovery training by Aviation 
Performance Solutions .  The class was 3 days and 4 one -hour flights in an Extra 300 L.  The 
instructors were all ex-Military  fighter pilots.   At the conclusion of the class they gave him 
the 4 hours of video  and sound of each flight.  Brian edited the 4 hours of video into 3 videos 
of 10 -15 minutes each.  Two videos were presented,  one dealing with stuck control 
strategiesõ, and one dealing with spin recovery.  There were two recovery strat egyõs 
presented.  One for unusual attitude recovery: ( Push  ½ G light in the seat , Roll  level the 
aircraft , Power add Power to recover , Stabilize  bring the aircraft back to level flight ), and one 
for Spin (more than 3 turns) recovery: Power, Ailerons neutra l, Rudder, full opposite, 
Elevator forward, Rudder neutral (after rotation stops), Elevator to recover.  

We must look out for each other ----an MDPA "safety culture."
